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To the Student

Welcome to World Pass! The main goal of this two-level, upper-intermediate/advanced level series is to help you increase your
fluency in English. By fluency, [ mean the ability to say what you want in more than one way, and to communicate your ideas
clearly, confidently, and easily. To help students increase their fluency, World Pass focuses on dynamic vocabulary building,
essential grammar, and stimulating listening, speaking, and writing activities that emphasize the language people need for

real world communication. Features of World Pass that emphasize the development of oral and written fluency include the
following:

Vocabulary Focus sections. A Vocabulary Focus section opens each of the 12 main units and presents topic-related
vocabulary along with opportunities to practice using the new words and expressions in a variety of ways. The section
includes a “Vocabulary Builder” activity that helps you expand your vocabulary through the use of a particular
vocabulary-building tool (e.g., word families, root words, or compound nouns). Many of the Vocabulary Focus sections
conclude with an “Ask & Answer” task that can be used as a basis for discussion by pairs, groups, or whole classes

of students, and provides opportunities to actively use new vocabulary to express personal ideas, opinions, and
experiences.

Listening sections. To become a fluent speaker, you need to be a fluent listener. These sections provide opportunities
for you to improve your listening comprehension through active practice with a variety of materials, such as
interviews, news reports, and discussions. For added conversational fluency practice, each Listening section ends with
an “Ask & Answer” discussion task.

Language Focus sections. These sections focus on essential grammar points and provide opportunity for fluency
practice through a wide variety of activity types, from more controlled exercises to more personalized, free-response
type activities and open-ended communication tasks such as role plays or interviews.

Speaking sections. Each of these sections presents a specific speaking skill or strategy and outlines a communicative
activity that helps you to develop your fluency by providing opportunities for you to use new language and vocabulary
items in a natural way.

Writing sections. Each of these sections in World Pass provides instruction and practice with different kinds of writing
such as business and personal letters, summarizing information, and persuasive writing.

Communication sections. The Communication sections that conclude each main unit consolidate and review the
language material presented in the unit. Communication tasks vary widely and contribute to the development of
fluency by focusing on meaningful speaking practice in activities such as games, presentations, interviews, and
discussions.

Expansion Pages. Each unit of World Pass is followed by Expansion Pages. The Expansion Pages are designed for
students who want to learn additional vocabulary on their own and to have additional practice with the words and
expressions presented in the units. Because the Expansion Pages are meant for self-study, they consist of exercises that
you can do independently and then check your own answers.

SOME LANGUAGE LEARNING TIPS

Becoming a fluent speaker of English can be challenging, but it can also be a highly rewarding experience. Here are a few tips
to help you make the most of the experience.

To increase your vocabulary:

Keep a vocabulary log. Keep a list of new vocabulary items in the back pages of a notebook. From time to time, count
up the number of words you have learned. You will be surprised at how quickly the number increases.

Use new words in sentences. To fix news words in your mind, put them into sentences of your own. Do the maximum,
not the minimum, with new vocabulary.

Make flashcards. Create vocabulary flashcards that allow you to categorize, label, personalize, and apply new words.
Put the words and their definitions on individual cards. Include a sample sentence that shows how the word is used in
context.

To improve your speaking skills:
» Read aloud. Reading examples and texts out loud is a way of gaining confidence in speaking and letting
the patterns of English “sound in your head.” Even speaking out loud to yourself can be good practice.
® Record yourself speaking. Try recording yourself whenever you can. When you listen to the recording afterwards,
don’t worry if you sound hesitant or have made mistakes. If you do this several times, you will find that each version is
better than the last.

To improve vour reading skills:
® Read passages more than once. Reading the same reading passage several times will help you increase your reading
speed and improve your fluency.
¢ Summarize what you read. When you summarize, you tell the main facts or ideas without giving all the details.
Summarizing is a good way to be sure you really understand what you have read.

To improve your writing skills:

* Increase the amount of writing you do. For example, you might keep a personal diary in English, write small memos
to yourself, or write a summary of a reading passage. The more you write, the more fluent and error-free your writing
will become.

* Analyze different types of writing. Look at examples of different types of writing you may want to do: essays, formal
letters, e-mail messages. Notice the form of the writing and think about what you could imitate to increase your
fluency in writing.

To improve your listening comprehension:
¢ Listen to recorded material several times. You aren't expected to understand everything the first time your hear it. If
you listen several times, you will probably understand something new each time.
® Predict what you will hear. Try to guess what you will hear before you listen. This will help you to focus while you
listen and understand more of what you hear.

As you complete each unit of World Pass, ask yourself the questions on the Learning Tips Checklist below to keep track of
the tips you are using and to remind yourself to try using others. To become a truly fluent speaker of English, you will need
to practice the different language skills in a variety of ways. Find out what ways work best for you and use them to your
advantage.

Early critics of reality TV (OK. . . | was one of them) believed
that the popularity of shows like /dol, Survivor, Big Brother, and others
would be short-lived. Guess what? We were wrong. Once popular
primarily in the U.K. and the U.S., one can now tune in to a variety
of reality shows all over the world. There are courtroom dramas and
makeover spedials, historical re-creations, and kitchen competitions.
You nameit. .. and there’s probably a reality show about it.

So, what makes shows like these so popular? For many,
it's the idea that what they're watching is somehow authentic.
Sure, there’s a bit of fantasy thrown in, but unlike a sit-com or TV
drama, viewers believe that what they're seeing are reqular people
in unscripted, unrehearsed situations: young go-getters vying fora
job, couples meeting and falling in love, singers competing to win
arecording contract, or castaways on an island struggling to survive.
Episodes are full of dramatic moments, surprising twists, heartbreaking
losses, and thrilling wins. And it’s all real. Or is it?

The ironic truth about a lot of reality TV is that it relies more

65

the compelling highs and lows that make a TV show interesting to the
public.

And so, what can a reality show producer do? Some have
gone as far as to bring professional scriptwriters on to the set to help
those being filmed to “express themselves better.” While subjects
aren’t necessarily being encouraged to act, they are being “helped” to
see that instead of saying, for example, “That was scary.”, it might be
more interesting to say “I was so afraid that my heart almost stopped!”
The feelings are still the same, say the shows’ producers. It’s just that
they're a little more heartfelt now.

Reality show producers will also use “creative editing” to
ensure that there’s plenty of drama (great for ratings) in every episode.
The program The Restaurant, for example, focused on celebrity chef
Rocco DiSpirito and his high-profile establishment in New York City.
During filming, employee Gideon Horowitz fell and broke his elbow.
Perfect, right? Not quite. When Horowitz returned to work, the show’s
producers, who felt that his fall hadn’t been dramatic enough, asked
him to refilm it. The staged fall was incduded in the show that aired for
the public.

Creative editing is also used to make those being filmed more
like characters in a scripted TV show (“the good girl,” “the nerdy guy,”
“the party animal”). And the public loves it. On the first season of The
Apprentice—a show in which billionaire businessman Donald Trump
interviewed different job applicants to head one of his companies—
the show’s producers edited large amounts of footage to make one of
the job applicants appear to be a nasty, scheming woman. According
to Ms. Omarosa Manigault-Stallworth, all instances of her smiling or
talking in a friendly way with other contestants were edited out of the
final footage shown on TV, For a time, Stallworth was hailed as “the
most hated woman on television”—an image that she claims was
created by the show’s producers and editors. In the end, Stallworth
didn’t get the job, but The Apprentice was a huge hit—thanks in great
part to Stallworth’s “character” on the show.

What does this all mean? Am | saying that reality TV is bad or

0 that you shouldn’t watch it? Not at all. Just keep in mind the next time

you tune in that many of the scenes that make you laugh, cry, cheer,
or shout, were probably contrived by the show’s producers to get that
exact reaction. Just like on your favorite scripted TV show.

Last week, we asked readers how they would improve the overall
quality of education where they live. We received responses from
all over the world.

Instead of being institutions that foster critical thinking and address the real-world needs of students, many of ,
today's schools are more like "information factories"places where we memorize as much data as we can (most of
which we later forget) so that we can "pass a test." In my country, for example, one's future—from the major you will ]
study to the job you will eventually get—often depends on whether or not you pass the test to get into a good

5 college. Families spend enormous amounts of money to send their kids to cram schools to help them prepare for

and pass the university entrance exam. Your education becomes focused on this one single goal: passing the test.

In my opinion, if we want to talk about improving the quality of education for all, the first thing we should do is to ]
place less emphasis on rote memorization and test-taking in our schools and more emphasis on developing
critical thinking and important life skills. Classes in all grades should feature more hands-on, practical learning.

10 Let's take one example. We've all studied science from a book. But students can also learn about it by going on
field trips and spending time in nature, or volunteering at a local wildlife preserve. "Leaming by doing" is a great
way to develop practical skills and to apply what we've learned in books. Many high school and university
graduates often wish they'd had a chance to do more of this kind of learning in school. | wish | had!

We also need to understand that being educated is about more than studying science, math, and languages. Of

15 course these subjects are important. But so are painting and music. And what about learning how to cook, plant a
garden, and make your own clothes? Mahatma Gandhi himself believed that these skills were just as important
as science and math and belonged in every school curriculum. | couldn't agree more.

If you haven’t been the victim
of one, you may know someone who
has. Bullying is the act of one person
or a group of people repeatedly
picking on another. A bully creates an
environment of fear and intimidation in
order to feel powerful and in control.

Victims of bullying often deal with different types
of harassment including constant teasing, name
calling, or physical abuse. Others are the subject of
hurtful (usually untrue) rumors.

New Kid on the Block

Mayumi Sato, 11, recently returned to Japan with
her family after six years in Germany, where her
father was working. Now attending middle school
in Tokyo, she initially had a difficult time fitting
in. “Most of the kids in Mayumi's class had gone to
the same schools and grown up together, so I'm not
surprised that they saw my daughter as different at
first,” says Mayumi’s mother, Hiroko. “But some of
the kids were just mean. They teased her in class and
picked on her in the schoolyard.” At first, Mayumi
tried to ignore it, but then she finally told her mother
what was going on. “I'm glad she came to me,”
Hiroko says. “You know, a lot of kids would be too
embarrassed to talk about something like this. But
if you're being bullied, you do need to talk about
it—to a parent, a friend, or someone you trust—so
that something can be done.” Hiroko spoke to one of
the girl’s teachers, who promised to keep an eye on
Mayumi and to encourage the kids in the class to be
more welcoming towards her. This approach seems to
be working. “Mayumi’s been doing better in school
and is making friends,” says Hiroko. “She’s definitely
happier than she was those first few weeks.”

On the defense

After being picked on for months by a group
of older boys at the high school he goes to, Adam
Wheeland, 15, had had enough. “These three guys
were always calling me dork in the hallways and

threatening to beat me up. One day I came to school,
and they’d glued my locker shut. They were standing
nearby laughing, and I lost it. I got into a fight with one
of them.” Wheeland and the other boy were suspended
from school for two days for fighting. When they
returned, the trouble continued. Wheeland realized he
needed to approach the situation differently. “The thing
about bullies is that they're often very insecure people.
These guys who've been harassing me only do it when
they're together. So I try to stay in a group with my
friends now.” Wheeland, who is a straight-A student, has
also decided he needs to do things that boost his self-
confidence. He’s joined the debate club and is taking a
martial-arts class. “Now when [ see those guys around
school, [ think of them as the opponent in a competition.

Trouble at work

Thirty-year-old Blanca Montero, an up-and-coming
civil engineer at Allied Systems, was assigned recently
to work on a team project with Brett—a colleague
who had joined the company around the same time
she had. Almost immediately, there were problems.
“Whenever I disagreed with his ideas, Brett became very
argumentative. It was really difficult,” says Montero.
“Then he started complaining about me behind my
back—you know, telling others that my work was second-
rate.” In a month, Montero went from loving her job to
dreading every day. She finally decided to confront Brett
about his behavior. “I scheduled a time to speak to him.
Actually, before we got together, I thought about what
I was going to say so that I could stay calm during our
meeting.” On the day they met, Montero explained the
situation to Brett. “I asked how he’d feel if I—or others on
the team—attacked his ideas or spread rumors about him.
Though he didn't say much during our talk, he did listen
and promised to work on being more considerate.” So
have things changed? “I've noticed that Brett is trying to
be more aware of his behavior—and not just with me, but
with others on the team, too. Things aren’t perfect,” says
Montero, “but I'm glad we spoke. If we hadn't, I suspect
I would’ve lost my temper at some point or quit the
project.”

Professor Moshe Koppel and a group of scientists at Bar Ilan University in Israel have developed a computer
program that they say allows them to analyze a piece of writing and to determine with 80% accuracy whether
the author is male or female.

Interestingly, the tool does this by analyzing smaller words used in a text (e.g., the, a, what, and, I, he).
According to Koppel, when one examines this data, certain patterns emerge.

Using the program they developed, Koppel and his team analyzed over 600 texts. What they found was that
women’s writing included more personal pronouns and possessive adjectives (e.g., you, he, I, me, her, our,
etc.), while men more often used words such as a, the, these, that, as well as numbers, and quantity words
such as a lot. Koppel has since used this tool to analyze everything from fiction to more “gender-neutral”
scientific texts—predicting with 80% accuracy the sex of the writer.

According to some, Professor Koppel's findings only reinforce what many have always believed—that women
tend to focus more on people, while men prefer things and ideas.

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YOU JUST DON'T GET IT!

For centuries, people have known that men and women communicate differently. Author G.K. Chesterton once said, “Women
prefer to talk in twos, while men prefer to talk in threes.” More recently, contributions made by linguists and those in the field
of gender studies have popularized the notion that Men are from Mars, Women are from Venus—not just in terms of how
they behave, but how they converse. Consider the following example: Ken and Emily, both college students, recently had this
conversation:

Ken: How's it goin’, Em?

What's going on in the conversation above? According to Deborah Tannen, a professor of linguistics at Georgetown
University, men and women often use distinctly different strategies when talking, and the result at times is a total communication
breakdown. In conversation, says Tannen, women often work to build rapport and make connections. Mention a problem you're
having to a woman, for example, and she will likely respond sympathetically first, and then suggest a possible solution. For many
men, though, conversation is more akin to what Tannen calls “report-talk” in which the focus is on gathering information and then
doing something with it. Mention the same problem to a man, and he will likely give direct feedback or suggest a solution right

away.

In Ken and Emily’s case, Emily’s frustration stems from the fact that she is expecting Ken 10 listen and offer sympathy, and
then perhaps some advice about hes situation at school. Ken, on the other hand, hears Emily’s story, and in an effort to be helpful,
immediately offers a solution to her problem. Emily, though, perceives Ken's suggestion as inconsiderate and dismissive of her
feelings. The resul? A breakdown in communication and a mutual sense on both sides that the other just “doesn’t get it.”

Are you paying attention?

Studies have shown that there are other ways that men's and women’s communication styles can lead to
misunderstanding. Women, for example, will ofien use words and phrases like uh-huh, right, | know what you mean, or will
quickly relate some personal information to ehow that they're paying attention and are involved in the conversation. However, for
men, who typically work to maintain status and control in a conversation, this is often perceived as an attempt 10 interrupt. Men,
therefore, tend to use this strategy less. When a woman is talking and is not receiving this sort of feedback, however, she may
think the other person is not listening or isn't interested in what she’s saying.

Talk amongst

According to Deborah Tannen, another key element in how men's and women'’s conversational styles differ is in how much
they talk in a given setting. In public settings, such as the workplace and classroom, studies have shown that women ask others for
their ideas and give participants frequent opportunities to speak. In contrast, men tend to talk more often and for a longer period
of time than women—which results in fewer participanis speaking, unless they interrupt. What's the upshot of this? A sense, on
the part of women, that men tend to dominate conversations, and a feeling among men that the women are often a little too quiet
or don't have much to say. Interestingly, other studies have shown that in more personal settings, such as on the phone or with
friends, women tend to talk more than men. The result? The widespread perception that women, in general, are the more talkative
of the two sexes.

What does all this mean?
Is the point of all this to suggest that one conversational style is better than the other? Hardly, say specialists. The key, they

say, is to understand that men and women have different ways of communicating. Being aware of these differences will enable us
to avoid communication breakdown and to build happier, healthier relationships.

“Leve pye ou.” Lift your feet. “Fon ti avanse.” Move over a bit. | was sandwiched between two middle-aged ladies up near
the front of a freight truck converted for passengers, a large version of the public-transportation vehicles that Haitians call
“tap-taps.” Women who had been selling goods all day at the market stuffed their sacks and baskets under benches that
ran along the sides. The middle aisle filled with cargo, people crammed into the center. Others hung out the back door.
Almost everything in Haiti seemed scarce; seats to Port-au-Prince in the late afternoon were no exception.

The tap-tap jostled to a start after a driver’s assistant banged loudly on the metal siding. Talk soon turned to Gonalives.

Forty miles in the opposite direction, Haiti’s fourth-largest city was submerged after Hurricane Jeanne hit it a week earlier. |
People were still stranded on rooftops. Aid was slow to arrive; relief organizations could not deal with the logistics, armed |
gangs, and mobs of desperate people. '

It was late September, 2004. In less than a year, this small island country of eight million people had experienced political |
upheaval, flooding that killed three thousand, malnourishment, widespread unemployment, and, now, hurricane flooding ’
that had killed two thousand more. From a distance, those watching the news must wonder how anybody makes it in Haiti.
Living here, | sometimes wonder too, but less so because | see the little things.

After passengers expressed how terrible the situation was in Gonaives, a young man, about 20 years old, spoke up. “I'm
from Gonaives,” he said. “Just got out.” Conversation in the front half of the tap-tap quieted. He told of bodies, of water

sweeping the living away to join the dead, of mad stampedes threatening any meager supplies of potable water or food.
His Creole was rapid-fire and he seemed a little disoriented as he jumped between subJects His eyes darted to different
people as he talked.

People asked questions. Bridges were down, roads nearly impassable. Did he slog through the mud and water? Yes. He
left to find help, leaving his mother and siblings behind. Would he return soon? Yes, he hoped.

“There’s nothing, nothing,” he kept saying. “These clothes. Look. I've been wearing them since last Saturday.” Haitians are
almost always immaculately groomed, but the young man from Gonaives was filthy. Little bits of straw and other debris
littered his hair. His shirt and baggy jean shorts were stained and ragged.

Suddenly a middle-aged man reached into a plastic bag and gave him a white polo shirt. “Here. Take this,” he said.
“Thank you," said the young man. The crowd immediately told him to take off his old shirt and put on the new one. When i
he did, a sharp, rancid smell was released. Within 30 seconds, someone gave him a white T-shirt. A pair of green shorts 5
appeared. A comb. Someone else gave him a bar of soap.

Meanwhile, one of the market ladies had taken a crumpled 10-gourde note (about 28 cents) out of the fold of her skirt and
squeezed her way through the tap-tap from person to person, saying, “Just give what you can. Five gourdes, ten gourdes,
fifty gourdes, anything.” After completing her circuit, she handed the young man a fistful of bills and coins. |

He was holding on to the roof rail with his right hand, revealing a few small holes in the armpit of his new shirt. He looked

around. Then he started wiping tears from his eyes. “Mwen pa konnen . . .” | don’t know . . .“You didn’t even ask for

anything, we just want to give. We're all Gonaiveians now,” people said, and then were quiet for a little while as the

tap-tap bounded on toward Port-au-Prince. P

gaming and watching TV can actually make us smarter!

Sounds absurd, right? That's what | thought, too. But as | kept on reading, Johnson started to win me over to the idea. Take
video games, for example. Johnson explains that they can help us improve not only our hand-eye coordination but also our
general level of intelligence as well. Unlike older, more traditional games, contemporary video games require you to figure out the
rules and how to win on your own. You also have to remember a lot of information at once and be able to think on your feetin
order to win. In addition, a lot of multiplayer games enable you to meet other players and to be part of an online community that
shares the same interests. How cool is that?

The same goes for modern-day TV programming, says Johnson. Old shows often had a limited number of characters, a linear
plot, and a predictable ending. Newer shows have many characters with several plot lines occurring simultaneously. There's no
way that you can space out while you're watching. You need to really concentrate just to keep up and understand what's
happening.

Research shows an escape to the sun can have real health benefits. Up to a third of the population, in Britain at
least, suffers from Seasonal Affective Disorder, or SAD, also known as winter depression, according to MIND, a
leading mental health charity in England and Wales. Furthermore, nine out of 10 people report sleeping and
eating more during the darker months.

While most cases of the winter blues are not severe, 2 percent to 5 percent of those with SAD cannot function
without continuous treatment. However, it's extremely rare to find anyone with the disorder within 30 degrees of
the equator, where days are long and the sky is bright year-round, according to MIND.

Although their findings appear to support a key factor in Amall’s research for Porter Novelli and its client, Sky
Travel, the charity warned against overemphasizing the psychologist’s claims. "These types of formulae, if
anything, probably serve to oversimplify the complexities of real-life experience,” a spokesperson said on
customary condition of anonymity.

Others in the medical field were less skeptical. “I'm sure it's right,” said Dr. Alan Cohen, spokesperson for the
Royal College of General Practitioners, referring to Amall’s equation. However, “it is postulated that thereare a
number of different causes of depression,” he said. "It may be something about one’s personality, genes or
external events. For those who suffer from external events, [Jan. 24] would be the most depressing day,” Cohen
said.

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In All My Life for Sale, a man learns it's not the
stuff, it's the stories

It is remarkable what people will pay good money for.
For instance, take a look at John D. Freyer's book All My Life

Jor Sale (and the associated website Allm ylifeforsale.com), and

you'll discover that a man from Tumwater paid $11 to buy a
can of sauerkraut from the author. A woman from California
paid $48 to buy his belt buckle. And a guy from Portland paid
$41 for four educational dental work photographs. Yes. You
read that right—$41!

In the fall of 2000, Freyer wanted to move from Iowa
City, lowa,* to New York City, New York. One problem
though: His “stuff” was weighing him down—as in, he had too
much of it. And so, Freyer decided he would sell his
belongings, keeping only the bare essentials (no more than he
could fit in the trunk of his Honda Civic).

But what started as little more than a means to make
moving easier turned into a conceptual art project that would
find Freyer selling some 600 items on eBay and then traveling
across the country to visit his former possessions in their new
homes—his salr shaker in Portland, Maine, his Elvis shirt in
Dallas, his power bill in Los Angeles.

In a culture that encourages
—no, celebrates—consumption
on a massive scale, All My Life
Jor Sale is a refreshing look not
s0 much at the things we own
but at the stories that attach
themselves to those things . . .
and the new stories that
develop when you let them go.

With the help of some
friends, Freyer photographed and cataloged his belongings
(the magnets on his refrigerator, the Star Wars sheet off his
bed, a can of Campbell’s Chunky Chicken and Rice Soup®
from his kitchen cabinet) and began putting them up for sale
on eBay. But in doing so, Freyer realized that each of his
possessions held a piece of his history, a memory or a tale to
tell.

“I started to go through all of the items . . . from my
favorite shirts to the canned food in my cabinet. As |
photographed each item, | reflected on the role that it played
in my life and the stories that almost every object made me
remember if I spent just a little bit of time with it,” Freyer
writes in his book—a chronicle of his objects, their histories
and the journeys they and he took during the project.

A stuffed animal reminded him of a summer spent with
the friend who won it for him at Coney Island.™ An orange
hat—the one he wore in Sweden and Norway—reminded him
of his travels. A Planet of the Apes record reminded him of
wintry Saturday afternoons spent watching reruns of the
movie.

On eBay, Freyer began auctioning each item at one
dollar. The descriptions he wrote about the objects had little to
do with the physicality of the objects themselves. Instead, they
were short stories about the items, about the people who gave
him the objects, the situation in which he received them or the
memories each one dug up.

When Freyer sold his first item~the toaster—to a guy
named Bill in Illinois, “I wondered if Bill even cared about its
history. I started to think about the history Bill would attach
to my toaster.”

Freyer started sending a note to the new owners, asking
them to send him an update about the items they purchased.
He soon started receiving letters, e-mails and even
photographs about his old possessions and their new lives,
Freyer posted the correspondence at Allmylifeforsale.com,
and a community hegan to develop around the site.

Rani, in Florida, wrote to say she had used Freyer's
waffle iron to try out some new low-carb waffle recipes.
Sandy, of Lynnwood, bought several ears of corn from Freyer
and sent photos showing squirrels enjoying them for lunch.
Morgan, from California, bought Freyer's answering machine
tape for $15.50 and said she hoped to use some samples from
it in her music.

Over time Freyer became more interested in the people
he was selling his things to than in the selling itself. 1
realized there was more to it than a simple transaction,” he
said in an interview. And so Freyer decided to send a message
to all the new owners of his possessions telling them he'd like
to come for a visit.

One of the most surprising things about the book is the
way people reacted to this stranger’s request. Freyer says
people were remarkably welcoming, He received more than
100 invitations from all over the world—Australia, Japan,
England among them. He hit the ’
road in August of 2001 and began
chronicling his adventures at the
website temporama.com,

“There were times when I sat
and watched family home videos, [t
was almost like I was an
out-of-town guest or a cousin,” he
says. “We live in a culture of fear. You're told, especially with
the Internet, to be afraid because there are terrible people on
the Internet. And there are some terrible people, but the
majority of the people on the Internet are the same people
who are in your supermarket,”

Freyer returned to lowa last November. Although he
made about $5,000 on the sales, by the time he ended his
travels he had only $200. With his possessions gone, he made
a surprising decision—to stay in lowa rather than move to
New York. “After living out of the trunk of my car, location
no longer seemed as relevant. [ wanted a place to be
grounded. I wanted to stop starting over,” he writes in his
book.

Freyer, who is currently a Bodine Fellow in the School
of Art and Art History at the University of lowa, not only
wrote but also designed his book. “If You spend time and go
through it, 1 hope you get a sense that we're much larger than
the things that we own,” he says.

As for himself, Freyer says the project has changed the
way he consumes—made him more careful about the objects
he lets into his life. “The things I do let back into my life, 1
feel like I'm less attached to them. The reason we hold on to
things is the history that we attach 1o them. But if you can
hold on to that history, that's almost enough,”

The post office couldn’t have been open yesterday because it was a holiday. (shows impossibility)

He must've left already. His coat is gone. (shows a logical conclusion)

Could have and should have can also be used to make suggestions and give strong advice:
You could've phoned earlier. You knew my number. (mild judgment)
You should've phoned earlier. I've been worried sick about you! (stronger judgment)

Couldn’t have can show the speaker’s disbelief at an unexpected situation:
You couldn’t have paid $1,000 for that plane ticket! That's too much money.

If | could take a trip anywhere in the world, I'd visit the North Pole.

Use the past unreal conditional for situations in the past that could have happened but didn’t. In the if clause, the verb is in
the past perfect. Use would have + verb in the result clause. If you're uncertain about the result, use might have or could have:
If downloading music for free had been allowed, they wouldn't have been arrested. (But it wasn't allowed and
so they were arrested.)
If | had been traveling in the U.K. then, | might have been caught in the airport workers' strike.
| would've called the police if I'd_seen anything suspicious.

Those beginning with the subordinators after,
before, since, while and because can be reduced to phrases that modify the main clause in a sentence:

After finishing his work, he drove home.

(adverb clause) (main clause)

Reduced time clauses can appear in different places in a sentence. Note the use of punctuation. The reduced pattern is
typically “subordinator + V-ing” except with the passive:
He's lost 5 kilos since he started the diet. = He's lost 5 kilos since starting the diet.

While | was waiting for the bus, | read. = While waiting for the bus, | read.
After he was found guilty, he was sentenced. = After being found guilty, he was sentenced..

Reduced clauses of reason do not include the subordinator. Clauses of reason with because and since can only be reduced if
they are in the initial position:

Since she had studied German, she offered to translate. = Having studied German, she offered to translate:

Becguse we didn't have a map, we.got lost. = Not having a map, we got lost. (We-gotHost-not-having-a-map:)

If the subjects of the main and adverb clauses are different, you cannot reduce the adverb clause:
The phone rang while we were talking. (Fhe-phone-rang-white-takdng)

Language Focus: Reported speech

Reported speech {(also called indirect speech) is used to report what someone else has said. A clause that includes a reporting
verb (e.g., say or tell) introduces a reported statement. The verb in the reported statement usually shifts to a past form.
Quotation marks are not used with reported speech:

Quoted speech Reported speech

“The meeting is on Friday,” he said. He said (that) the meeting was on Friday.

The reporting verb say can be followed immediately by a reported statement. Reporting verbs that behave like say are
announce, explain, mention, and report. The reporting verb fell is always followed by an indirect object and then the reported
statement. Reporting verbs that behave like teil are advise, instruct, persuade, and remind. The words in parentheses can be
omitted:
“| never went to college,” she said. She explained (to us) (that) she had never been to college.
She reminded us (that) she had never been to college.

With reported commands, use an appropriate reporting verb + the infinitive:
“Stretch for five minutes before exercising.” He said to stretch five minutes before exercising.
He advised us to stretch five minutes before exercising.

Pronouns and time adverbs also shift in reported speech:
“I'll call you when | arrive in Paris later today," said Sabina. She said (that) she would call me when she arrived in Paris yesterday.

Ask and want to know are used to report questions. Use if or whether with yes/no questions. Statement-word order is used in
the reported question. Question marks are not used:

Yes/No question "Are you running in the marathon this He asked (me) if [ whether | was running in the marathon

Language Focus: Overview of the passive form

Use the passive to focus on the receiver, rather than the doer, of an action. The object of an active sentence becomes the
subject of a passive sentence:

active: A jury of three men and nine women convicted the man of the crime.

passive: The man was convicted of the crime by a jury of three men and nine women.

The agent is not always used in passive sentences. It is omitted when the agent is unknown, obvious, or has been previously
mentioned. Also, it can be omitted to avoid having to say it:
The door handle has been broken. Last Thursday | was fired from my job.

The agent may be used, especially if it gives additional or surprising information:
The English class was taught by a mathematics professor.
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Another group of passives are called stative passives. Stative passives are used to describe states or conditions. T hey don't
take an agent, and they are often followed by prepositions:
Stative passive: The buildings are connected by a 20* floor walkway.
Mount Kilimanjaro is located in Tanzania.

Complex passives are followed by that clauses or infinitive clauses:
It is believed that you can build a better memory.
He is reported to be an expert on the subject of memory.

Language Focus: Phrasal verbs

Phrasal verbs consist of a verb and one or two particles (preposition and/or adverb). The particle extends and changes the
meaning of the verb. Sometimes, it's possible to figure out the meaning of a phrasal verb by studying its parts. Most often,
however, this isn’t the case:

He took off his hat. took off =removed  The plane took off at noon. took off = feft

Phrasal verbs can be transitive (meaning they take an object) or intransitive (don’t take an object):
Transitive: Please fill in the form with your name, address, and date of birth. (object = the form)
Intransitive: The bus broke down near Pusan and it took almost an hour to fix.

Most transitive phrasal verbs are separable. A noun object can follow the particle or come between the verb and particle. If
the direct object is a pronoun, it must go between the verb and particle:

Could you turn up the TV? | can't hear what the reporter is saying.

Could you turn the TV up?

Could you turn it up? (Cote-yotrturrup-it?)

Note that when the noun object is part of a long phrase, the phrasal verb is usually not separated:

Language Focus: Subject and object relative clauses

A sentence with a relative clause can be viewed as a combination of two sentences. A relative clause defines or gives more
information about a noun or pronoun. A relative clause usually comes directly after the noun or pronoun it describes:
subject relative clause: | like to wear the latest styles that are worn by celebrities,
object relative clause: | only buy clothes that | can find on sale.
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Relative clauses begin with a relative pronoun such as who(m), that, or which:
Gray's Department Store, which is on Broadway, has inexpensive and attractive clothes,

In speaking, use pauses to separate a nondefining relative clause from the rest of the sentence. In writing, use commas:
My sister, (pause) who lives in Boston, (pause) is married.
(I have only one sister. She lives in Boston.)
My sister who lives in Boston is married. (no commas or pauses)
- (I have more than one sister. This one lives in Boston.)

Don’t use an object pronoun together with an object relative pronoun in a relative clause:
This is the dog that he rescued.

In object relative clauses, the relative pronouns whoe(m}, that, or which (but not whose) can be omitted:
He designed the dress (that) she wore to the party.
| spoke to the actor whose new movie is a big hit.

In everyday conversation and writing, when a verb is followed by a preposition, put the preposition at the end of an object
relative clause. In more formal writing or speaking, place the preposition at the beginning of the clause:

Everyday conversation More formal

He's the man | was speaking to. He's the man o whom | was speaking.

He's the man that | was speaking to.

He's the man who(m) | was speaking to.

Where and when can also introduce relative clauses. Use where to refer to a place and when or that to refer to a time:
That's the college where | teach. | remember the night (when/that) | met you.

Language Focus: A review of definite and indefinite articles

Use an indefinite article (a/an) to refer to something in general or for the first time. Indefinite articles are used with nouns
that are singular and countable. The definite article (#he) is used before a noun when a speaker is referring to something
more specific that both the speaker and listener are familiar with:

A man robbed a bank downtown. Which bank? And have they caught the man yet?

The final price comes to fifty dollars.

Singular/plural count nouns (definite)

I put the letters on the table.

Singular count nouns (indefinite)

The iPed is popular right now.
She’s an airline pilot.

Plural nouns (generic)

@ Friends are hard to find.

* generic = relating to a whole group of similar things, rather than just one of them

The zero article (@) is also used in certain preposition + noun combinations as well as after some verbs

of movement:

in (@) school to (@) college

Language Focus: Using fronted structures for emphasis

To emphasize certain information, move it to the front of a sentence. This can sometimes be used for dramatic effect:

l'invited him. Him | invited.
I've pever heard such an outrageous story. Never have | heard such an outrageous story!

There are different rules for inversion (reversal of word order) in fronted structures:
* be verbs: He was so upset that he started to cry. / So upset was he that he started to cry.
* be + auxiliary: | have never been late to class. / Never have | been late to class.
« simple verbs: She drove so poorly that they took away her driver's license. [ So poorly did she drive that they took away her
driver's license.

There are many negative expressions that are commonly fronted in spoken English:
Not since last year have | felt this good.
Under no circumstances can my client answer your question.

Cleft sentences with wh- words and if are another way of showing emphasis:
Cleft sentence with a Wh- word: What | need most is a new computer.
Cleft sentences with jt: It is the CEQ's assistant who will be attending the party.
It's 15" that | said, not *50!"

Use will + future for general predictions and for when something has been decided at the moment of speaking:
We will take a trip in outer space someday.
The white one is sold out? I'll take the blue one, then.

Use be going to for future plans or intentions or when there is proof that something is going to happen:
I've bought my ticket. I'm going to visit Russia in August.
There are only ten seconds left in the game—they're going to lose.

Use the simple present to talk about fixed schedules in the future:
The train leaves the station at 7 p.m. sharp.

Use the present continuous to talk about future plans that have already been made:
I'm staying home tonight to watch TV.

Use be about to for events that are on the verge of happening:
Move those papers away from that candle. They're about to catch fire.

Use the future continuous to emphasize an ongoing event at a specific time in the future or an event that is expected to
happen in the future:
Next week at this time, we'll be writing to you from Italy!

Use the future perfect with expressions like by and by the/this time to talk about an event that will be completed at a specific
time in the future:
By this time next year, I'll have paid off my loan.

Use the future perfect continuous to emphasize the continuity of an event that will be completed in the future:
By 2070, people will have been vacationing in space for decades.
